ORDINANCE NO. 2022-07

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 70, SECTION 70-34 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE,
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS REGARDING REFUSE, RECYCLABLES, AND YARD
WASTE COLLECTIONS FROM SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCES

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipal corporation in
accordance with Article VII, Section 6(a) of the Constitution of the State of lllinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village has the authority to adopt ordinances and to promulgate rules
and regulations that pertain to its government and affairs, and to review, interpret, and amend
its ordinances, rules, and regulations; and

WHEREAS, the Village President (the “President”) and the Board of Trustees of the
Village (the “Village Board” and with the President, the “Corporate Authorities”) are committed to
ensuring the health, safety, and welfare of individuals residing in, working in and visiting the
Village; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Code, Village of Stickney, lllinois (the “Village Code”)
currently sets forth certain regulations regarding the collection and disposal of refuse,
recyclables and yard waste within the Village (the “Existing Regulations”); and

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities recognize the need to amend, update, and clarify
the Existing Regulations from time to time as a result of changes in the law and certain
contractual obligations; and

WHEREAS, on March 16, 2018, the Village entered into an Agreement (the
“Agreement”) with Waste Management of lllinois, Inc. (“Waste Management”) for the provision
of refuse, recyclables, and yard waste collection and disposal within the Village (the “Services”);
and

WHEREAS, Paragraph X(c) of the Agreement provides that Waste Management shall
be entitled to pass through to, and collect from, the Village any additional collection or disposal
costs, taxes, or surcharges incurred by Waste Management as a result of any mandated
changes in local, state, or federal laws or regulations governing the generation, collection,
transportation, processing, sorting, and disposal of solid waste and/or recyclable materials; and

WHEREAS, on June 28, 2019, State of lllinois Governor J.B. Pritzker signed Public Act
101-0032 into law, which, in part, amended Section 2 of the Motor Fuel Tax Law (the “MFT"), 35
ILCS 505/2, to increase the taxes imposed on the price per gallon of certain fuel, gases,
propane, and the like, and which calls for an annual increase in the tax which is tied to the
Consumer Price Index; and

WHEREAS, the MFT for 2022 has triggered an increase in the collection rates for single-
family collections, and Waste Management has invoked Paragraph X(c) of the Agreement and
has further determined that the collection rates must be increased for each single-family
residence, effective June 1, 2022; and



WHEREAS, the Existing Regulations provide for certain collection rates, which must be
amended to reflect the increased collection rates per single-family residence and the contractual
rates found in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities find that in order to continue to provide the
Services through Waste Management and to prevent disease, unsanitary conditions, and rat,
rodent, and pest infestation, the Existing Regulations must be amended and updated as they
relate to collection rates for single-family residential refuse, recyclables, and yard waste
collection and disposal; and

WHEREAS, the Corporate Authorities find that this increase shall be effective on June 1,
2022; and

WHEREAS, based upon the foregoing, the Corporate Authorities have determined that it
is in the best interests of the Village and its residents to amend Chapter 70, Section 70-34 of the
Village Code as set forth below;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF
TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows:

ARTICLE I.
IN GENERAL

SECTION 1. INCORPORATION CLAUSE.

The Corporate Authorities hereby find that all of the recitals hereinbefore stated as contained in
the preambles to this Ordinance are full, true and correct and do hereby, by reference,
incorporate and make them part of this Ordinance as legislative findings.

SECTION 2. PURPOSE.

The purpose of this Ordinance is to amend Chapter 70, Section 70-34 of the Village Code to
update, amend, and clarify the Village’s Existing Regulations, and to authorize the President or
his designee to take all actions necessary to carry out the intent of this Ordinance.

ARTICLE Il
AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 70, SECTION 70-34 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE, VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, ILLINOIS

SECTION 3. AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 70, SECTION 70-34

That the Village Code is hereby amended, notwithstanding any provision, ordinance, resolution,
or Village Code section to the contrary, by amending Chapter 70, Section 70-34 by striking out
any language to be removed or repealed and underlining new language as follows:

Sec. 70-34. — Collection from single-family residences.

(a) Refuse accumulated from single-family residences of the village shall be collected,
conveyed and disposed of by the village or its contractor or agent under the
supervision of the supervisor of public works. The supervisor of public works shall
have the authority to make regulations concerning the days of collection, type and
location of waste containers and such other matters pertaining to the collection,

conveyance and disposal as he shall find necessary, and to change and modify the
same after notice, provided that such regulations are not contrary to the provisions
hereof. Any person aggrieved by a regulation of the supervisor of public works shall
have the right of appeal to the president and board of trustees who shall have the
authority to confirm, modify, or revoke any such regulation.

(b) The fee for such collection shall be as follows for each heusekeeping-unit-single
family residence:

{1)—As-ef January-1-2020,-the rate for each-single-family-residence shall be
$16.16-permonth:

{2}—As-ef April-1-2020-the-rate for-each-single-family-residenece-shall-be-$16.79
permonth:

3)—As-of April 4, 2021, the-rate for-each-single-family-residence-shall-be-$17.44
per: :

“4) As of Apsd June 1, 2022, the rate for each single family residence shall be
$18-22 $19.25 per month and every year thereafter, the rates herein established
shall be adjusted upward annually as determined necessary by the village
treasurer. Every annual adjustment will be administered by the village
treasurer. The village treasurer shall inform the village board in writing of said
increase taking effect.
5)—As-efAprit-1-2023-the rate for each single-family-residence-shal-be $18.82
permonth:

{6)-As-of -Aprit-1-2024.- the rate for-each-single-family-residence-shall-be-$19.55
permonth:

A-As-of Aprit-1,-2025,-the-rate-for-each single family-residence-shall be $20.31
permonth:

8)-As-of-Aprit 1, 2026 ,-the rate for-each-single-family-residenece-shall-be-$24.10
per menth;-and

{S}-As-of-Aprit-May -1 2027, the rate for each-single family -residence-shall-be
$24.92-permonth:

(c) All bills rendered shall be paid within 30 days of the date on which the bill is
rendered.

(d) All bills for the refuse service charge shall be rendered by the village collector at the
same time as the bills for water service charges are rendered.

SECTION 3.1. OTHER ACTIONS AUTHORIZED.

The officers, employees and/or agents of the Village shall take all action necessary or
reasonably required to carry out, give effect to, and consummate the amendments
contemplated by this Ordinance and shall take all action necessary in conformity therewith. The
officers, employees, and/or agents of the Village are specifically authorized and directed to draft
and disseminate any and all necessary forms or notices to be utilized in connection with the
intent of this Ordinance.



ARTICLE il
HEADINGS, SAVINGS CLAUSES, PUBLICATION,
EFFECTIVE DATE

SECTION 4. HEADINGS.

The headings of the articles, sections, paragraphs, and subparagraphs of this Ordinance are
inserted solely for the convenience of reference and form no substantive part of this Ordinance,
nor should they be used in any interpretation or construction of any substantive provision of this
Ordinance.

SECTION 5. SEVERABILITY.

The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable, and should any provision
of this Ordinance be determined to be in conflict with any law, statute, or regulation by a court of
competent jurisdiction, said provision shall be excluded and deemed inoperative, unenforceable,
and as though not provided for herein and all other provisions shall remain unaffected,
unimpaired, valid, and in full force and effect.

SECTION 6. SUPERSEDER.
All code provisions, ordinances, resolutions, rules, and orders, or parts thereof, in conflict
herewith are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby superseded.

SECTION 7. PUBLICATION.
A full, true and complete copy of this Ordinance shall be published in pamphlet form or in a
newspaper published and of general circulation within the Village as provided by the lllinois
Municipal Code, as amended.

SECTION 8. EFFECTIVE DATE.
This Ordinance shall be effective and in full force ten (10) days after its passage, approval and
publication in accordance with lllinois law.

RESOLUTION NO. 05-2022

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING A CERTAIN PROPOSAL FROM
METROPOLITAN PUMP COMPANY FOR CERTAIN EMERGENCY REPAIRS FOR THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY.

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipal corporation in
accordance with Article VII, Section 6(a) of the Constitution of the State of lllinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village has the authority to adopt ordinances and to promulgate rules and
regulations that pertain to its government and affairs, and to review, interpret and amend its
ordinances, rules and regulations; and

WHEREAS, the Village President (the “President”) and the Board of Trustees of the
Village (the “Village Board” and with the President, the “Corporate Authorities™) are committed to
the efficient and effective operation of the Village and its services; and

All of the Villages and Cities above, being hereinafter designated as “Participating
Municipalities,” agree as follows:

Section 1: As used herein, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

GENERAL DISASTER/CIVIL DISORDER PLAN (“GENERAL PLAN”) — shall mean the
Emergency Mutual Aid Plan in case of Disaster/Civil Disorder, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”
and made a part hereof together with such amendments thereto (which do not increase the
liabilities or obligations of Participating Municipalities and are not otherwise in conflict with the
provisions of this agreement.) as may from time to time be duly approved by each Participating
Municipality.

INITIATING MUNICIPALITY - shall mean any Participating Municipality which shall issue an
emergency call in accordance with the provisions of the General Plan, but only with respect to
the emergency or circumstances directly or indirectly relating thereto, for which such call is
issued.

Section 2: Each of the Participating Municipality agrees to use its best efforts to
provide immediate emergency police assistance under the General Plan or to provide assistance



with personnel and resources for serious criminal activities which constitute a community threat
to any Initiating Municipality which shall issue an emergency call pursuant to the General Plan,
provided, however, that such emergency police assistance shall be provided ONLY upon strict
compliance with the provisions of the General Plan and of this agreement, and that no
Participating Municipalities shall have no obligation hereunder or under the General Plan to
provide any emergency police assistance or their assistance to any municipality which is not a
Participating Municipality and the Participating Municipalities shall not be liable for any
damages on account of its failure or inability for any reason to provide such emergency police
assistance. Those authorized to issue an emergency call for assistance hereunder shall be the
Chiefs of Police or their designates, and the shift (watch) commanders of each Participating
Municipality.

Section 3: All of the police departments of all o f the Participating Municipalities
shall maintain the ability to communicate with one another continuously by means of at least one
commonly used radio frequency or band.

Section 4: Each Participating Municipality which provides emergency police
assistance under the General Plan shall be individually liable for any and all claims, demands,
causes of action, damages, and liability, and for any loss of or damage to any equipment or
property of such Participating Municipality, arising out of or connected directly or indirectly
with its activities in response to an emergency call issued by the Initiating Municipality; except
where the damages or injury complained of arises out of the use of equipment loaned to the
Initiating Municipality , such Initiating Municipality shall indemnify, defend, and save harmless,
the Participating Municipality which loaned such equipment against any and all claims,
demands, causes of action, damages, and liability, and against any loss of or damage to any such
loaned equipment of such Participating Municipality.

Section S: Each Participating Municipality shall indemnify, defend, and save
harmless, its own police officers and/or other law enforcement officers and/or personnel
responding to the emergency call in accordance with the provisions of Articles 1-4-5 and 1-4-6
of the Illinois Municipal Code.

Section 6: Each Participating Municipality agrees that it will, at all times maintain
insurance coverage and pay all required insurance premiums when due, insuring such
Participating Municipality for payment of the obligations covered by the indemnity, defense,
hold harmless, reimbursement provisions of Sections 4 and 5 of this agreement and such
insurance coverage shall have limits of liability not less than the following:

EACH PERSON EACH OCCURRENCE

BODILY INJURY $500,000.00 $1,000,000.00
PROPERTY DAMAGE $100,000.00 $300,000.00
PERSONAL INJURY OTHER

THAN BODILY INJURY $500,000.00 $1,000,000.00



The certificates of insurance and insurance policies for the Participating Municipalities shall
specifically list by name the other Participating Municipalities and designate them as “additional
insureds” for coverage purposes in order to satisfy the indemnity defense, hold harmless and
reimbursement obligations and provisions of Sections 4 and 5 of this Agreement.

Section 7: Any Participating Municipality whose police officers or other law
enforcement officers and/or personnel have responded to an emergency call under the General
Plan may recall such officers or personnel under either of the following circumstances:

A) If such Participating Municipality shall itself issue an emergency call under the
General Plan; or

B) Ifin the judgment of the Commanding Officer of such Participating Municipality
there is a need for such officers or personnel in the Participating Municipality, such
officers/personnel may be recalled on reasonable notice to the ranking officer in
charge of the Initiating Municipality.

Section 8: Police officers furnishing assistance under this Agreement shall have all of
the powers of police officers of the Initiating Municipality and are subject to the direction of the
Chief of Police or ranking Commanding Officer in Charge of the Initiating Municipality. It shall
be the responsibility of the Initiating Municipality to record the Participating Municipalities,
their respective duties and assignments, and to collect historical data of the emergency or
incident. In addition, the Initiating Municipality shall:

1) Provide for the servicing of the news media.

2) Havereadily available at its headquarters a plan or locating (with alternatives) sites
for acommand and communications center, receiving and staging area(s) for all
police, and other assisting agencies such as utility companies, ambulances, firemen
and equipment, tow trucks, Red Cross, hazmat teams etc. and all other
equipment/manpower that may be called in to assist toward the successful termination
of the emergency or incident.

3) Be solely responsible for notifying all outside agencies to be called in based upon its
needs and in accordance with its own Disaster/Civil Disturbance Plan.

4) Be responsible for relieving, feeding, and for the billeting, as may be required by the
duration of the emergency or incident, of all such personnel who have responded to
the call.

5) Replace (at a later time) all equipment or supplies expended or consumed by the
Participating Municipality in terminating the emergency or incident.

Section 9: In the event that any Participating Municipality shall fail to maintain the
insurance coverage required by Section 6 above, the other Participating Municipalities shall give
written notice of such failure to each Participating Municipality, and so long as such failure



continues, other Participating Municipalities shall not be obligated under the General Plan to
respond to any emergency call issued by the municipality so failing to maintain the required
insurance coverage. In the event of any other violation of the provisions of this Agreement or of
the General Plan, the offending Municipality may be excluded from the benefits of the General
Plan until the violation is cured by the affirmative action of the corporate authorities of a
majority of the Participating Municipalities. Ifthe violation is not cured within a time period
acceptable to a majority of the Participating Municipalities, the offending Municipality may be
removed from the Agreement by the affirmative action of the corporate authorities of a majority
of the Participating Municipalities.

Section 10:  This Agreement shall remain in effect until such time as it is formally
terminated by the Parties hereto, or there are fewer than two (2) Participating Municipalities
remaining; provided any Participating Municipality may at any time withdraw by providing
ninety days (90) written notice of its intent to withdraw delivered to each of the remaining
Participating Municipalities, and provided that all its debts and obligations then accrued under
Sections 4 and 5 hereof have been paid or settled.

Section 11:  This Agreement shall appear as a preface to each participating police
departments’ Emergency Disaster/Civil Disorder plan maintained by each such department.

Section 12:  The parties to this Agreement, listed on page 1 of said Agreement, hereby
ratify and confirm all things done by them in pursuance of that certain mutual aid agreement
entered into by them on or about December 1, 1978 and subsequently amended.

The outside assisting agency agrees to respond to the mutual aid request with all such
equipment as has been agreed to be provided (See attached supplements) as quickly
after any such request as is practical.

This mutual aid from all outside assisting agencies shall be provided upon DIRECT
request from the municipal department wherein the incident occurs.
